october is the month of the holy rosary 

THE HOLY ROSARY: October is the month of the Holy Rosary, and on the 7th of 
October is the memorial of Our Lady of the Holy Rosary. Pope Leo XIII      
promulgated ten encyclicals (letters) on the Rosary and instituted the Catholic 
custom of daily rosary prayer during the month of October. In 1883 he also    
created the Feast of Queen of the Holy Rosary. It was believed that the Battle of 
Lepanto was won when the pope called for all Europe to pray the Rosary. 

Saint Padre Pio, one of the new canonized saints was a firm believer in medita-
tion in conjunction with the Rosary and said, “Love the Madonna and pray the 
Rosary, for her Rosary is the weapon against the evils of the world today.” 

Saint Pope John Paul II, added the Luminous mystery, that we may reflect also 
the life of Jesus and Mary the in between events from the joyful and the sorrow-
ful or during the public ministry of Jesus which started during his baptism in the 
Jordan until he instituted the Holy Eucharist at the last supper before going into 
the agony in the garden of Gethsemane which is the first Sorrowful mystery. 

The Holy Rosary is indeed very scriptural, everything is based on Scripture     
beginning from the mystery of the Incarnation, which is the first joyful mystery 
the Annunciation until the fifth glorious mystery which is the Coronation of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary in the Book of Revelation. 

Praying the Holy Rosary is a meditation on the story of Redemption with Jesus 
and Mary our Mother who told the servants at the wedding in Cana, “Do   
whatever He tells you,” and the first miracle was made possible through her   
intercession. In the Holy Rosary we ask our heavenly Mother Mary to continue 
her role of intercession for us, her beloved children and because she is our 
mother and she will do everything for her children in need.
